As an approved provider, this service holds a current Queensland licence for a centre based child care service, under the Queensland Child Care Act 2002 and an appropriate public liability insurance of at least $10 million. · be provided to children who are at least 4 years of age by 30 June in their kindergarten year

· be provided for at least 15 hours a week, 40 weeks per year
